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   The need to develop comparative studies between East Asia and Latin America, specifically in the field socioeconomic, to better understand the processes of development of the 20th century, to extract some lessons in political economy, forces us or know the thinking humanist, of the key figures of the three different presidential leadership of continental scope, in the two regions.
   The location of Sun–Yat–sen, Juan Domingo Peron and José Lopez Portillo in different geographical latitudes, it is not incompatible with her belonged from the three leading historical School of Economics physics, opponent of the school of British political economy.
   The three characters were “iusnaturalista”, industrialists, nationalists and dreaming unite East Asia and Latin America, to break with the Manchu dynasty and European colonialism in the first case and in the second and third with the dependence on cultural, political, economic and financial in Spanish–America to the World Anglo–Saxon.
The compression of the ideology of the three presidents, opposed both Marxism and liberalism, despite appearances, will progress and stimulate comparative research of the two worlds.
